Materials are delivered on a four week cycle. A
date due card will tell you when the delivery person
will next be there. If dangerous road conditions ex-
ist, the library will attempt to notify you. Delivery
personnel will wear a library name tag to identify
them.

Library staff are happy to provide this service, but
time and liability restraints prohibit our staff from
social visiting or caregiving.

This service may be requested
on a temporary or continual basis.

Every four weeks a library employee will deliver to
your home a group of books and/or audio books
which have been selected for you according to your
requests.
